MEDICATION DISPENSING FORM

All medication, whether prescription or non-prescription, must be stored in the school health room and must be
accompanied by a healthcare provider’s order. The protocol for students who require medication in school is as
follows:
e The healthcare provider must complete and sign the first section of this form, and the parent/guardian
must complete and sign the second section, giving permission to administer the medication in school
o CBSD will accept a written order on a private prescription form attached to this form with the completed
and signed parent/guardian second section of this form
e Medication will not be administered to any student in school without completed orders in place. Failure
to provide documentation will require the parent/guardian to be present in schaol to personally
administer the medication
e Medication must be delivered to the school nurse in the original labeled container. All controlled
medications, e.g. Ritalin, Concerta, Adderall, etc. must be delivered to the school nurse by an adult and
will be counted and recorded on the student’s medication log
